The large 
diversity of vegetation and eco zones allows a rich assortment of game and bird species to inhabit the reserve. The reserve 
is home to 28 different mammal species including elephant, both black and white rhino, Cape buffalo, lion, leopard, cheetah, 
wild dog and other plains game species. Madikwe is also a bird watchers paradise with over 350 bird species recorded. Game 
viewing activities include bush walks and drives in open 4x4 vehicles.

Day 9:

Fly back to Johannesburg and on to Quilalea Island in northern Mozambique for three nights. Completely uninhabited, this 
Indian Ocean island offers complete exclusivity and unparalleled natural beauty.
